CELEBRATED TRAILBLAZERS

HANNAH CROASDALE
Hannah Croasdale, an associate 
professor of biology and an 
authority on freshwater and marine 
algae, became the first tenured 
female faculty member in College 
history in 1964.

NADEZHDA KOROTON
Nadezhda Koroton, who came to Dartmouth 
in 1950 as a “language informant” for 
Russian, was later promoted to assistant 
professor and retired in 1966.  Her former 
students have sponsored a book that is 
dedicated to her memory and that contains 
her favorite Russian proverbs.

ELIZABETH LYDING WILL
Elizabeth Lyding Will was appointed 
Instructor in Classics in 1953.  She 
taught Greek and Latin, was a specialist 
in the archaeology of Roman amphoras, 
and later became a full professor at 
UMass Amherst.

EVELYN STEFANSSON NEF
Polar scholar and author Evelyn 
Stefansson Nef, an instructor at 
Dartmouth from 1958 to 1963, lectured 
in the Arctic Seminar and twice directed 
the program.

MARIE MOROSOFF
Marie Morosoff was a lecturer in 
the Russian Civilization Program 
at Dartmouth from 1959 to 1962.  
She had been a pianist by profession 
and had given concerts in Europe 
and Brazil after emigrating from the 
Soviet Union.
